 Guidelines for Junior Opens, Late Arrival and Early Dismissal:  To qualify for a true open, juniors need

To quality for late arrival or early dismissal, juniors need to have at least 24 credits and have 
passed all their classes from last semester.  The form is available in the guidance office and must be 
completed and turned in to Dawn in the registrar’s office before it takes effect.
