If you have been a visitor to any of our Indianola schools during a typical day, you have been asked to show your 

license the first time so that a sticker could be given to you before you walk around the building. 
 

We will be getting an upgrade to this security screening system, which is a good thing.  However, we will not 

have access to past visitor records, so we will need to scan every person’s license/ID as if it were their first visit.
