SYNC is sponsored by AudioFile Magazine and titles are delivered through the OverDrive app. In advance of 

accessing the program, download the app in advance to whichever device you anticipate listening on and be 

ready to go! 

 

How? 

 

Sign-up to get notifications when the FREE audiobook downloads are available. You can receive alerts by text 

message, email newsletter, or by visiting www.audiobooksync.com. Titles change every Thursday at 7am ET 

when the program is running. 

 

Please Note: Signing up for these alerts will not send you the titles. The alerts will only tell you when and where 

the title is available to download. 

 

Download Details 

 

 Downloads are in MP3 format, hosted by OverDrive, and are Mac and Windows compatible. 

 Downloads will operate through the OverDrive app. 

 Most listening devices are supported. 

 Each SYNC audiobook will be available for download for a period of 7 days (only).

Dear Parents and Guardians,  

Per the Iowa Department of Public Health Website; https://idph.iowa.gov/adolescent-health/youngpeople  

Teens need an annual well exam with their medical provider even when they are healthy. The teen years are important in 

adopting and maintaining healthy habits, avoiding health damaging behaviors, and preventing disease. When you consider 

that the teen years are a period of intense growth, physically, socially, and mentally it's understandable that it's also a time 

full of questions and concerns.  

The annual well-visit is more than a physical exam. It is a time for you and your teen and their medical provider to talk 

about anything that is troubling either of you. Although either of you might be embarrassed or afraid to ask, a medical 

provider has the knowledge to answer all of your health questions, no matter what it is. Nothing is off limits! An important 

part of the well-visit is this conversation about the challenges of adolescence. These issues affect health and wellness!  

 Call your medical provider and schedule your teen/preteen annual well visit.

Yearly physicals are important for the preteen and teenager. Well exams are more than just a sports physical. Schedule a 

routine well exam for your preteen and teenagers this summer to be sure they are healthy and up to date on ALL 

recommended vaccinations to stay healthy for life.   

There are several vaccinations that are not required by schools but are recommended for your preteen and teen by the 

American Academy of Pediatrics as well and the Centers for Disease Control.   

These recommended vaccines are;  

• HPV (Human papillomavirus) - The best way to prevent contracting the most common types of HPV is to receive 

the HPV vaccine series. HPV vaccine is CANCER PREVENTION! ,  

• Hepatitis A - Hepatitis A is a highly contagious liver disease caused by the hepatitis A virus. It is the most common 

form of viral hepatitis and one of the most frequently reported vaccine preventable diseases in the United States.  

• Influenza-Influenza vaccine is the best way to protect against the flu. Getting vaccinated not only protects you, but 

also prevents you from spreading the disease to your family, friends, and coworkers.  

• Meningococcal B - Meningitis is a term describing an inflammation around the membranes (meninges) 

surrounding the brain.

Iowa Dyslexia Survey 
 
Dear Parents,  
 
I am writing to encourage you to take an important survey about how Iowa is meeting the needs of students with 
dyslexia. This survey takes about 20-30 minutes. 
 
The Iowa Department of Education is teaming up with the University of Iowa Stead Family Children’s Hospital to 
distribute this survey on behalf of the Iowa Dyslexia Task Force. The task force was established by the Iowa General 
Assembly in 2018. 
 
The survey’s intended audience includes parents of children with reading difficulties, public school administrators, 
educators, and paraprofessionals; area education agency professionals; and higher education teacher training 
faculty. 
 
The survey is completely anonymous and voluntary, although participation is strongly encouraged so that the task 
force can have a comprehensive collection of information about dyslexia response in Iowa. Survey results will be 
detailed in a report to the Governor and General Assembly in November. This report will be available to the public.
